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The image would shock just about anyone: a fire so large that it seems to stretch
halfway up the 550-foot-tall Washington Monument, and burning so bright that it
dramatically illuminated the landmark.

Shocking, but fake.

The image was a screenshot from the fictional ABC show “Designated Survivor.”
But coming on the third day of raucous protests around the White House against
police violence — which did include some fires that were intentionally set — it
could have seemed like it was real.
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
