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Reddit has been hit by a user rebellion over the online discussion forum’s failure to
tackle misinformation related to Covid and vaccines.

More than 135 Reddit communities, or subreddits, have “gone dark”, which blocks
non-members from reading or joining the page, in protest at the site’s refusal to
limit discussions that propagate misleading theories about the pandemic. The
protest covers many of the site’s largest subreddits, including r/Futurology and
r/TIFU, which have more than 10 million subscribers each.

A message on the r/Futurology forum said “people are dying from misinformation”
related to coronavirus. “Futurology has gone private to protest Reddit’s inaction on
Covid-19 misinformation,” the message said. “Weaponized misinformation is a key
problem shaping our Future. Reddit won’t enforce their policies against
misinformation, brigading, and spamming.”
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
